Introduction

An independent examination is an independent examination of a charity’s accounts. It is a simpler form of scrutiny than an audit but it still provides trustees, funders, beneficiaries, stakeholders and the public with an assurance that the accounts of the charity have been reviewed by an independent person. Trustees may opt for an independent examination provided the charity’s gross income threshold is £500,000 or less and where the charity’s gross income exceeds £250,000 and its gross assets are £3.26 million or less.
