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Recruitment- using the Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS)
If staff and volunteers from your organisation work with children and young people or vulnerable adults it is often necessary to check with the Disclosure and Barring Service as part of your recruitment process and before people take up roles with your organisation. Details about when and how to obtain a DBS check can be found at:

If you will be carrying out more than 100 checks a year you can register to obtain checks with the DBS. If you will be carrying out less than 100 checks a year then you should use an umbrella body to obtain the check. A list of umbrella bodies is provided here:
